The construction or erection of a dwelling house or other improvements will
be prosecuted diligently and continuously from the commencement of that
construction until the exterior of such building is completed and painted or
otherwise suitably finished, provided that such construction will not be left at
any time during construction without substantial work being carried out for a
period longer than three (3) months and must be completed within 12 months
of commencement.

No improvements or materials previously erected or existing on or attached to
other land will be erected or placed on the land.

All grass and other vegetation will be regularly mown and maintained and the
land shall be kept free of all rubbish, refuse, excavations or building materials

and garbage or other waste will not be kept on it except in sanitary containers.

No damage to the turfing, landscaping or driveway of other land, adjoining or
not during construction of a dwelling house or other structure on the land.
